Dear Prospective Paramedic Student:

Mesa Community College (MCC) and Life Safety Solutions, LLC, are currently conducting continual student recruitment for the Paramedic Training Programs. We anticipate a series of two separate cohorts to begin in the spring semester of 2013. The program will meet two days per week and be offered in a shift friendly “flex-schedule” format. Students may attend every Monday & Wednesday or Tuesday & Thursday from 0900-1800 hours each class day. Applicants must meet all prerequisite/application requirements. Acceptance into the program requires successful completion of a comprehensive selection process which consists of both a written entrance examination and an oral panel interview process. Successful applicants will be ranked subsequent to this process and selected for inclusion in the Paramedic training programs. A maximum of 24 students per cohort will be accepted (48 total). The Paramedic training programs are scheduled to begin simultaneously.
Classroom sessions are scheduled from 0900-1800 hours each day, while clinical and vehicular internships will consist of a varying schedule in order to facilitate the diverse nature of hospital and vehicular rotations. All classroom sessions will be held at the MCC Downtown Center campus located at 145 North Centennial Way, 4th Floor Classrooms, Mesa, AZ 85201. Estimated course fees are approximately $7,600 inclusive of college tuition, lab fees, registration fees background clearance/urine drug screen fees, required textbooks & supplies, classroom clinical / vehicular uniforms and National Registry testing fees. Participants will be registered students of Mesa Community College and will have full access to apply for all financial aid / payment options offered through the community college system. 

It is mandatory that all Paramedic Students maintain an 80% cumulative GPA and score 80% on all exams throughout the program. Students falling below 80% at any time will be dismissed from the remainder of the program and will forfeit all program fees for all blocks registered up to that point. No Refunds will be given once the program has begun. Students successfully completing of the Paramedic training program with an 80% or better will receive 71.0 college credit hours at the completion of the course and may be eligible to receive their AAS degree if the required general education requirements have been satisfied and an accurate credit evaluation for graduation has been completed.
Course Hours: 

The Paramedic training program will consist of approximately 800+ hours of classroom / lab instruction, 180+ hours of clinical internships, and 650+ hours of vehicular internships.

Mandatory Prerequisites:

1. Each applicant must be at least 18 years of age.

2. Each applicant must be certified in Arizona as an EMT-Basic before applying to the Paramedic program. Preference will be given to those applicants with 1 or more years active medical experience as an EMT or equivalent level healthcare provider.
3. Each applicant must be employed by or volunteer with an EMS agency providing patient care for emergency medical patients for a minimum of one calendar year before starting date of the Paramedic program. (All applicants must submit written documentation of this requirement on organizational letterhead before the application will be considered)
4. Successful completion of a minimum 24 hour Hazardous Materials First Responder course prior to the first date of class.

5. Each applicant must provide proof of:

a. Successful completion of a minimum 24 hour Hazardous Materials First Responder course.

b. TB testing or chest x-ray with a negative result within 6 months of the application.

c. Immunity to Rubella (German measles) determined as follows:

· Persons born before January 1, 1942 are considered immune to Rubella.

· Persons born on or after January 1, 1942 are considered immune to Rubella if the person has a documented record of having received 1 dose of live Rubella vaccine since June 1, 1969, on or after their first birthday, or the person has documented laboratory confirmation of immunity to Rubella. Physician diagnosis is not acceptable.

d. Immunity to Rubeola (measles) determined as follows:

· Persons born before January 1, 1957 are considered immune to Rubeola and mumps.

· Persons born on or after January 1, 1957 are considered immune to Rubeola if the person has a documented record of having received 2 doses of live measles vaccine since January 1, 1968, on or after their first birthday, or the person has documented laboratory confirmation of immunity to Rubeola. Physician diagnosis is not acceptable. 

e. Immunity to Varicella (chicken pox) (requires a titer).
f. Proof of Hepatitis B immunity (requires a titer) or evidence that you have declined the vaccination series.

6. Each applicant will be subject to an Arizona Department of Public Safety personal background check and a comprehensive urine drug screening process. Students that have either a negative background check or a positive urine drug screen and/or refuse to comply with this requirement will not proceed in the application process and will be subject to immediate dismissal from the Paramedic training program.
Entrance Selection Process:
In order to be included in the entrance selection process, completed student applications and all required supporting documentation must be submitted to Mesa Community College. Completed application packets can be mailed to 4801 East McKellips Road, Suite #104, Mesa, Arizona 85214 (ATTENTION SEAN NEWTON) or may also be hand delivered to the Mesa Community College EMT / Fire Science Office located at the MCC Downtown Center Campus at 145 North Centennial Way, Fourth Floor Offices, Mesa, Arizona 85201.  Applications are accepted in the order they are received. 
Applicants meeting the application minimum requirements shall be notified as to dates of the written entrance examination. Written examinations are typically offered on two different dates in order to facilitate shift work schedules. Applicants may attend either date, they do not need to attend both. The written entrance examinations are held at the Mesa Community College Downtown Center campus (145 N. Centennial Way, Fourth Floor Classroom, Mesa, AZ 85201.)  The written examination consists of 150 multiple-choice questions assessing EMT-Basic knowledge, 2010 CPR / ECC Guidelines, Haz-Mat First Responder and basic mathematical computation skills. Each applicant will have only one attempt to successfully complete the written exam with a minimum score of 75%. Those applicants successfully passing the written exam will be invited to participate in a three to four member oral panel interview process. 
Following the written exam, successful applicants will be immediately notified as to the date and time of their scheduled oral panel interview (there will be no practical skills testing). Following the written and oral panel interview process, the 48 highest ranking candidates will be selected for inclusion in the Paramedic training programs.
